Ordinance 287 – AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF SOUTH PALM BEACH, FLORIDA, AMENDING CHAPTER 26.  LAND DEVELOPMENT. AT ARTICLE VI.  FLOODPLAIN MANAGEMENT. AT SEC. 26-511, BY REPEALING SUBSECTION 102.3 AND READOPTING IT TO UPDATE THE DATE OF THE FLOOD INSURANCE STUDY AND FLOOD INSURANCE RATE MAPS; PROVIDING FOR APPLICABILITY; PROVIDING A CONFLICTS CLAUSE, A SEVERABILITY CLAUSE AND AUTHORITY TO CONDIFY; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE; AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES.
