7:15 P.M.
Call to Order and Roll Call:  Mayor Bernice (Bonnie) Fischer called to order the Regular Town Council Meeting at 7:21 p.m.  Present were Mayor Fischer in Chair, Vice-Mayor Joseph M. Flagello, and Council Member Stella Gaddy Jordan. Council Members Robert Gottlieb and Woodrow (Woody) Gorbach were absent with notice.  Also present were, Town Clerk/Assistant to Town Manager Yudy Alvarez, Town Attorney Bradley W. Biggs, Chief of Police Carl Webb, Lieutenant Robert A. Rizzotto, and Town residents.  
Pledge of Allegiance:   The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Erik Fischer, a resident at the Imperial House (4500).
Mayor Fischer suggested all attendees sing Happy Birthday in honor of the Town’s 60th Anniversary this day, and Vice-Mayor Flagello’s 50th birthday, the previous day.
Approval of Agenda:  
A motion was made by Vice-Mayor Flagello and seconded by Council Member Jordan to approve the Agenda.  Upon vote motion passed 3-0.
Approval of Minutes:
· Regular Town Council Meeting – May 26, 2015
A motion was made by Vice-Mayor Flagello and seconded by Mayor Fischer to approve the May 26, 2015 Regular Town Council Meeting Minutes.  Upon vote motion passed 3-0.

· Special Town Council Meeting – June 04, 2015

A motion was made by Council Member Jordan and seconded by Vice-Mayor Flagello to approve the June 04, 2015 Special Town Council Meeting Minutes.  Upon vote motion passed 3-0.

· ORDINANCE NO. 279/SECOND/FINAL READING – AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF SOUTH PALM BEACH, FLORIDA, AMENDING CHAPTER 2.  ADMINISTRATION OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE TOWN OF SOUTH PALM BEACH AT SECTIONS 2-92, 2-94, AND 2-95.  FOUND AT DIVISION 2.  ARCHITECTURAL REVIEW BOARD. OF ARTICLE IV, BOARDS, COMMITTEES AND COMMISSIONS.  BY REPEALING THESE SECTIONS AND READOPTING THEM TO PROVIDE FOR NEW REGULATIONS AND NEW PROCEDURES FOR 
THE APPROVAL OF AN APPLICATION FOR SITE DEVELOPMENT; PROVIDING A CONFLICTS CLAUSE, A SEVERABILITY CLAUSE AND AUTHORITY TO CODIFY; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE; AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES.
Town Attorney Biggs read and explained Ordinance No. 279 Title.  
A motion was made by Council Member Jordan and seconded by Vice-Mayor Flagello to approve Ordinance No. 279.  Upon vote motion passed 3-0.
· ORDINANCE NO. 280/SECOND/FINAL READING – AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF SOUTH PALM BEACH, FLORIDA, AMENDING CHAPTER 2. ADMINISTRATION. OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE TOWN OF SOUTH PALM BEACH AT SECTIONS 2-154, 2-155, 2-158 AND 2-160.  FOUND AT DIVISION 4.  PLANNING BOARD, LOCAL PLANNING AGENCY. OF ARTICLE IV.  BOARDS, COMMITTEES AND COMMISSIONS.  BY REPEALING THESE SECTIONS AND READOPTING THEM TO PROVIDE FOR NEW REGULATIONS AND NEW PROCEDURES FOR THE APPROVAL OF AN APPLICATION FOR VARIANCE FROM THE TERMS OF THE ZONING CODE; PROVIDING A CONFLICTS CLAUSE.  A SEVERABILITY CLAUSE AND AUTHORITY TO CONDIFY; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE; AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES.
Town Attorney Biggs read and explained Ordinance 280 Title.  
A motion was made by Council Member Jordan and seconded by Vice-Mayor Flagello to approve Ordinance No. 280.  
Mayor Fischer inquired if both the Planning Board and Town Council have to reach the same decision.  
Town Attorney Biggs further explained in detail the standards that have to be met in Ordinance 280.  He continued that the Town Council will have the final say for site plans and variances, as of this date. 
Upon vote motion passed 3-0.

· Consideration of Consultant Service Agreement No. 15-01 with Mock Roos & Associates, Inc. to provide General Professional Engineering Consulting Services relative to a review Sewer Lateral Failure/Replacement Alternatives for Southgate Condominium Development.  (Pursuant to 2005 Continuing Engineering Professional Services Agreement)
· Consideration of Consultant Services Agreement No. 15-02 with Mock Roos & Associates, Inc. to provide General Professional Engineering Consulting Services relative to a review of the Wastewater System in order to provide written recommendations for needed renewal and replacement projects along with recommended budgets.  (Pursuant to 2005 Continuing Engineering Professional Services Agreement)
· Consideration of Consultant Services Agreement No. 15-03 with Mock Roos & Associates, Inc. to provide General Professional Engineering Consulting Services relative to the development of a new Sewer Use Ordinance consistent with the requirements of the Regional Sewer System in lieu of current Article II. Town Attorney Biggs introduced Executive Vice-President Thomas Biggs, Mock Roos & Associates and explained Agreements No. 15-01, No. 15-02, and No. 15-03.
Vice-President Biggs thoroughly discussed Agreements No. 15-01, No. 15-02, No. 15-03, and addressed questions from the Town Council.  
A discussion ensued regarding the sewer pipes and their costs.

A motion was made by Vice-Mayor Flagello and seconded by Council Member Jordan to approve Consultant Service Agreement No. 15-01 with Mock Roos & Associates.   Upon vote motion passed 3-0.
A motion was made by Council Member Jordan and seconded by Vice-Mayor Flagello to approve Consultant Services Agreement No. 15-02 with Mock Roos & Associates.  Upon vote motion passed 3-0.
A motion was made by Vice-Mayor Flagello and seconded by Council Member Jordan to approve Consultant Services Agreement No. 15-03 with Mock Roos & Associates.  Upon vote motion passed 3-0.

Another motion was made by Vice-Mayor Flagello and seconded by Mayor Fischer to nominate Council Member Jordan as an Alternate Voting Delegate for the Florida League of Cities 89th Annual conference, August 13-15, 2015 in Orlando, Florida.  Upon vote motion passed 3-0.

Town Clerk Alvarez reported the Town’s relationship with Essential Net Solutions (ENS). 

A detailed discussion ensued regarding computer and other communication issues within the Town.
A motion was made by Vice-Mayor Flagello and seconded by Council Member Jordan to approve the researching of other Informational Technology (IT) Companies for the Town of South Palm Beach’s IT requirements.  Upon vote motion passed 3-0.

Reports of Town Officials:
· Town Manager 
Vice-Mayor Flagello inquired regarding any new candidates for the Town Manager’s position. 

Town Clerk Alvarez reported that she has tried contacting Linda Stumpf, Town of Manalapan but has not received any response, as of this date.

· Police Department

Chief Webb stated that Candidate Mr. Kellogg planned to be in attendance at the Town Council Meeting but was not present.  He also discussed and described in detail the problems with the Town’s street lights.  

A discussion ensued regarding the issues with the street lights.    
Chief Webb also reported that the Palm Beach County Sheriff’s Office donation of a car for Lieutenant Robert Rizzotto will be of no cost to the Town of South Palm Beach, all papers are ready to be signed and picked up.  He stated that this car could be sold by the South Palm Beach Police Department, at the end of the vehicle’s life. 
A discussion ensued regarding the costs of the vehicles’ extras of up to $3,000.00. 

A motion was made by Vice-Mayor Flagello and seconded by Council Member Jordan to approve the receiving of a vehicle from Palm Beach County Sheriff’s Office, at no cost to the Town of South Palm Beach except the addition of a police radio which would be less than $3,000.00. Upon vote motion passed 3-0.  

Lt. Rizzotto reported and described the new body equipment for the Police Officers.  He thanked the Town Council Members for their approval for the allocation of monies for the equipment.  Lt. Rizzotto continued that Council Member Gottlieb requested Police Officer David Hul be recognized for all his great work efforts in the Town.   He read the Certificate for Excellence Police Duty being presented to Officer Hul for his arrest reports.  
Chief Webb also reported that Palm Beach County will be requiring all Police Departments upgrading their radio system which will cost Town of South Palm Beach approximately $55,000.  He continued that he will discuss this item further at the Town’s pre-budget meeting.
· Town Attorney

Town Attorney Biggs stated that he had no further report.

There were no reports.
Mayor’s Report:
Mayor Fischer discussed the beaches with regard to sand vs. groins.  She reported that the Environmental Impact Statement has been pushed back again.  Mayor Fischer also addressed holding the next two (2) Town Council Meetings in July and August during business hours.
A motion was made by Council Member Jordan and seconded by Vice-Mayor Flagello to move the time of the Regular Town Council Meeting in July 2015. 
Rick Debrincat, Property Manager, Southgate (3605) suggested changing the time of the Town Council Meetings to 4:30 pm, at the end of the day for Staff.

A discussion ensued regarding various start times for Town Council Meetings.
Another motion was made by Council Member Jordan and seconded by Vice-Mayor Flagello to hold Town Council Meetings in July and August 2015 at 6:45 p.m.  Upon vote motion passed 3-0.
A further motion was made by Council Member Jordan and seconded by Vice-Mayor Flagello to have Town Attorney Biggs draft Resolution 04-2013 to permanently change the start time on Tuesday night Town Council Meetings to 6:45 pm.  Upon vote motion passed 3-0.
Town Attorney Biggs discussed how certain Town Council Meetings had to be held after 5:00 p.m.
Reports from Members of Council:

Vice-Mayor Flagello wished everyone a very Happy 4th of July.  He recognized how great our country is, and the people that helped make it that way.  
Council Member Jordan reported on her attendance at the Ethics Training Class.  
Vice-Mayor Flagello also thanked the Staff for a great job, and stated that its still business as usual, even without a Town Manager on site.
Public Comments:
Patricia Schulmayr, Southgate (3605) inquired regarding the beach flooding area behind the Oceanfront Inn, and also returning the street lights to Florida Power and Light (FPL) rather than the company who presently maintains them. 
Chief Webb responded that FPL would not be the Town’s savior, and that he will check into that issue.
Allan Kronberg, Barbican (3601) discussed his terrible experience with identify theft, and commended Chief Webb and all his Police Officers for their caring efforts during this difficult time.

A motion was made by Vice-Mayor Flagello and seconded by Council Member Jordan to adjourn the meeting.   Upon vote motion passed 3-0.
