Call to Order and Roll Call:  Mayor Donald W. Clayman called to order the Regular Town Council Meeting at 7:17 p.m.  Present were Mayor Clayman in Chair, Vice-Mayor Joseph M. Flagello, Council Members Stella Gaddy Jordan, Bernice (Bonnie) Fischer, and Robert Gottlieb. Also present were Town Manager Jim Pascale, Town Clerk/Assistant to Town Manager Yudy Alvarez, Town Attorney Bradley W. Biggs, Chief of Police Carl Webb, Lieutenant Robert Rizzotto, and Town residents.  
Pledge of Allegiance:   The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Erik Fischer, a resident at the Imperial House (4500). 
Town Clerk Election Announcement:

Town Clerk Alvarez announced the election results and the individuals who will be sworn-in at this meeting.
Swearing-In:

Mayor Clayman introduced the Honorable Daniel T.K. Hurley.
· Bernice (Bonnie) Fischer – Mayor
The Honorable Daniel T.K. Hurley, U.S. District Court Judge swore in Bernice (Bonnie) Fischer as Mayor of the Town of South Palm Beach, Florida.
· Joseph M. Flagello – Town Council

The Honorable Daniel T.K. Hurley, U.S. District Court Judge swore in Joseph M. Flagello as Town Council Member of the Town of South Palm Beach, Florida.

· Woodrow W. Gorbach – Town Council

The Honorable Daniel T.K. Hurley, U.S. District Court Judge swore in Woodrow W. Gorbach as Town Council Member of the Town of South Palm Beach, Florida.
Call to Order and Roll Call:
Mayor Bernice (Bonnie) Fischer called to order the Regular Town Council Meeting.  
Town Clerk Alvarez called the new Roll Call:   Present were Mayor Fischer in Chair, Dr. Joseph M. Flagello, Council Members Stella Gaddy Jordan, Robert Gottlieb, and Woodrow (Woody) Gorbach.

Selection of Vice-Mayor:
A motion was made by Council Member Jordan and seconded by Council Member Gottlieb to re-elect Dr. Joseph Flagello as Vice-Mayor.  Upon vote motion passed 5-0.
Presentation of Plaque to Mayor Donald W. Clayman:
Mayor Fischer presented Former Mayor Donald W. Clayman with a plaque for his years of service to the Town of South Palm Beach.
Former Mayor Clayman thanked the Town and commended Town Manager Pascale, the Town’s Staff, and Police Chief Webb for all their assistance.

Mayor and Council Comments:

Council Member Jordan reflected on when she was first elected to the Town Council five (5) years ago.  She commended the new Town Council.  Council Member Jordan stated that she is always seeking suggestions from the Town’s residents also.

Council Member Gottlieb thanked Former Mayor Clayman for his years of service.    
Vice-Mayor Flagello thanked the Town Council Members for their faith in appointing him as Vice-Mayor once again.  He congratulated Mayor Fischer on her new position.  
Council Member Gorbach thanked the residents for his new position.  He congratulated Mayor Fischer and the Town Council Members.  Council Member Gorbach reported that he will take full advantage of the courses offered by the Florida League of Cities to learn more about municipal government.  He introduced his wife and son in the audience.

Mayor Fischer thanked the Town residents for their approval and support.  She continued that she will work for the future of the Town of South Palm Beach. Mayor Fischer related a story about her introduction to the Imperial House, with her parents many years ago.  
Approval of Agenda:  
A motion was made by Vice-Mayor Flagello and seconded by Council Member Jordan to approve the Agenda.  Upon vote motion passed 5-0.

Approval of Minutes:

A motion was made by Vice-Mayor Flagello and seconded by Council Member Gottlieb to approve the minutes of February 24, 2015 Special Meeting with the Architectural Review Board (ARB) and Planning Board.  Upon vote motion passed 5-0.
A motion was made by Council Member Gottlieb and seconded by Council Member Jordan to approve the minutes of February 24, 2015 Regular Town Council Meeting.  Upon vote motion passed        5-0.
Ordinance Public Hearing:
· ORDINANCE No. 279/SECOND/FINAL READING:  At sections 2-92., 2-94., and 2-95.  Found at Division 2.  Architectural Review Board of Article IV. Boards, Committees and Commissions by repealing these sections and readopting them to provide for new regulations and new procedures for the approval of an application for site development; providing conflicts clause, a severability clause and authority to codify.
Attorney Biggs read Ordinance No. 279 Title.
John Herin, Attorney with Gray/Robinson for 3550 Palm Beach Holdings LLC. He congratulated all Town Council Members.  He discussed in detail Ordinance No. 279.  Attorney Herin also asked that the Ordinances be deferred prior to any further action.
Town Manager Pascale reported that he had no opposition to the deferment of Ordinance No. 279 and Ordinance No. 280.
A discussion ensued between Council Members and Attorney Herin regarding legal concerns of Ordinance No. 279.
Town Attorney Biggs further explained the extension process and the postponement of the Ordinances.
Town Manager Pascale detailed the process of the applicant going back to the Architectural Review Board (ARB) for an extension.  He reported that he would convene with the ARB.
A detailed discussion continued with regard to a postponement date with either Council Members or Architectural Review Board Members.  
A motion was made by Council Member Gottlieb and seconded by Vice-Mayor Flagello to approve a postponement of Ordinance No. 279 and Ordinance No. 280.  Upon vote motion passed 5-0. 
· ORDINANCE No. 280/SECOND/FINAL READING:  At sections 2-154., 2-155., 2-158., and 1-160.  Found at Division 4.  Planning Board, Local Planning Agency of Article IV Boards, Committees and Commissions, by repealing these sections and readopting them to provide for new regulations and new procedures for the approval of an application for variance from the terms of the zoning code; providing a conflicts clause, a severability clause and authority to codify. 
There was no further discussion on Ordinance No. 280. 
Ratification of the 2nd Addendum to the Collective Bargaining Agreement between the Palm Beach County Police Benevolent Association (PBA) and the Town of South Palm  Beach:

Town Manager Pascale explained in detail the contract.  He continued that it is the last year of the three (3) year contract, that they could not reach an agreement and they arrived at an impasse.  Town Manager Pascale further described the findings of the Special Magistrate who recommended a 3% salary adjustment which was a .9% differential from the Town Council’s recommendation.  He continued discussing further changes in the contract which expires on September 30, 2015.  

A motion was made by Vice-Mayor Flagello and seconded by Council Member Gottlieb to accept the Special Magistrate’s decision of a three percent (3%) salary adjustment for ratification of their contract.  Upon vote motion passed 5-0. 
Acceptance of Audit Report:

Ronald Bennett, Auditor, Nowlen, Holt & Miner, P.A. thanked the Town’s Management and Staff for their assistance.  He discussed and detailed the Annual Financial Report Documents.  
A discussion ensued amongst Council Members regarding the Audit.

Town Manager Pascale reported on the lack of a capital improvement plan for the Town.

Michael Hoffman, Mayfair (3590) discussed the reserved beach funds.

Mr. Bennett responded that the beach monies have not been utilized as yet, and can be changed for another project at any time the Town Council votes to make other choices.
A motion was made by Vice-Mayor Flagello and seconded by Mayor Fischer to approve the Audit Report.  Upon vote motion passed 5-0.   
Beatrice Galeano, Certified Public Accountant, reported and updated information on State of Florida public funds and Certificates of Deposit.
A discussion ensued amongst Council Members with regard to rates of Certificates of Deposit.
A motion was made by Vice-Mayor Flagello and seconded by Council Member Gottlieb to add the Police Report to the Agenda at this time.  Upon vote motion passed 5-0.

Activity Report for February 2015 was on file. 
Lieutenant Rizzotto congratulated Mayor Fischer, Vice-Mayor Flagello, and welcomed Council Member Gorbach, on behalf of Chief Webb and himself.  He continued that he wanted to keep the Town safe as it is.  Lieutenant Rizzotto gave his traffic report.  He commended the South Palm Beach Police for being vigilant regarding locked car doors and preventing break-ins, which is still happening in the Town of Palm Beach.

Vice-Mayor Flagello thanked the residents for their positive comments he received.  He also thanked the Town Staff, including Town Attorney Biggs, Town Manager Pascale and the Police Department for their amazing job.
