Also present were Town Manager Rex Taylor, Assistant to Town Manager/Town Clerk Yudy Alvarez, Town Attorney Bradley Biggs, Police Chief Carl Webb, Lieutenant Robert A. Rizzotto,  and Town residents.

Mayor Clayman read the Decorum Statement.
