REGULAR TOWN COUNCIL MEETING
          TUESDAY, MARCH 25, 2014 – 7:15 P.M.
Call to Order and Roll Call:  Mayor Donald W. Clayman called to order the Regular Town Council Meeting at 7:15 p.m.  Present were Mayor Clayman in chair, Vice-Mayor Joseph M. Flagello, Council Members Bernice (Bonnie) Fischer, and Robert Gottlieb.  Council Member Stella Gaddy Jordan was absent and excused.  Also present were Town Manager Rex Taylor, Town Clerk/Assistant to Town Manager Yudy Alvarez, Police Chief Carl Webb, and Town Attorney Bradley Biggs.    
Pledge of Allegiance:  The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Police Officers Carol Johnson and Robert Rizzotto.
Approval of Agenda:  
A motion was made by Vice-Mayor Flagello and seconded by Council Member Gottlieb to approve the Agenda.  Upon vote motion passed 4-0.

Approval of Minutes:

· Regular Town Council Meeting Minutes – February  25, 2014

A motion was made by Vice-Mayor Flagello to approve the February 25, 2014 Minutes. 
Council Member Fischer stated she would like the last two (2) sentences on the top of Page 3 deleted, as they did not make sense.  She also stated that she would like the word Study deleted after her statement on the top of Page 6.
Another motion was made by Vice-Mayor Flagello and seconded by Council Member Fischer to approve the amended Regular Town Council Meeting Minutes of February 25, 2014.  Upon vote motion passed 4-0.

· Town Council Workshop – February 18, 2014
A motion was made by Vice-Mayor Flagello and seconded by Council Member Gottlieb to approve the Town Council Workshop Minutes of February 18, 2014.  Upon vote motion passed 4-0.
Swearing in Ceremony:
Mayor Clayman introduced The Honorable Daniel T. K. Hurley, and stated that he was making him an honorable citizen of the Town of South Palm Beach, as he had sworn in many elected candidates. 
The Honorable Daniel Hurley, U.S. District Court Judge swore in incumbent Robert Gottlieb, as a Member of the Town Council. 
Mayor Clayman congratulated Council Member Gottlieb, and explained that Council Member Stella Jordan was unable to be present for her swearing in, as she was ill.  He continued that her swearing in would take place at next month’s Council Meeting.
Second Roll Call with Newly Elected Council Member:

Town Clerk Alvarez called a second roll call with newly elected Council Member Gottlieb present.    
Selection of Vice-Mayor:
Mayor Clayman selected Dr. Joseph M. Flagello as Vice-Mayor for the Town of South Palm Beach Town Council.
A motion was made by Council Member Fischer and seconded by Council Member Gottlieb to approve the selection of Dr. Joseph M. Flagello as Vice-Mayor.  Upon vote motion passed 4-0.
Correspondence and Communication:
· Proclamation announcing April 2014 as Water Conservation Month.
Town Attorney Biggs read the Proclamation.
Ordinances – None

Resolutions:
· RESOLUTION NO. 01-2014:  a Resolution in support of a Major League 

Baseball Training Camp at John Prince Park; and providing an effective date.

Town Attorney Biggs read the Resolution Title.
Vice-Mayor Scott Maxwell, of the City of Lake Worth, gave some background on Resolution No. 01-2014, the baseball teams and John Prince Park.
A discussion ensued regarding baseball being held in Palm Beach County.
A motion was made by Vice-Mayor Flagello and seconded by Council Member Fischer to approve Resolution No. 01-2014.  Upon vote motion passed 4-0. 
Other Business:

Mayor Clayman presented Council Member Fischer a Certificate of Achievement for 15.75 Professional Development hours for her attendance at the 2014 National Conference on Beach Preservation Technology on February 12-14, 2014, in Stuart, Florida.  He commended her great efforts, and stated how fortunate the Town was to have her on the Council.  
Financials:

· Un-audited Financial Statements for period ending February 2014

A motion was made by Vice-Mayor Flagello and seconded by Council Member Gottlieb to approve the Financial Statements for period ending February 2014.  Upon vote motion passed 4-0.
Reports of Town Officials:
· Town Manager
Town Manager Taylor stated that Ronald Bennett, Auditor, would be present at the next Council Meeting to make his presentation.  He also reported that he and Chief Webb met with two (2) officials from the Department of Transportation (DOT) with regard to pedestrian crosswalks.  Town Manager Taylor continued that they agreed to do a study/survey before the end of April to verify if crosswalks were warranted, and the Town would receive the data of the results.  Town Manager Taylor discussed the vacancies on the Town Boards, and asked for applicants.  

· Police Department

Police Chief Webb stated that the Activity Report for February 2014 was on file.  He also reported that the Police Department was back in full force with eight (8) officers.  Police Chief Webb introduced the newest Police Officer, Carol Johnson and Robert Rizzotto, who has been employed with the Town since September 13, 2013. 
· Town Attorney

Town Attorney Biggs reported that the FEMA Report was accepted, and the Town was applauded for their flood insurance detailed plan.
· Building Official
Report on Building Permits issued through February 2014 is on file.

Mayor Clayman addressed a written request from Michael Cacciopoli, South Palm Beach Villas, 4501 with regard to a permit.  It was agreed that Mike Crisafulle, Building Official would contact Mr. Cacciopoli personally.
Mayor’s Report:
Mayor Clayman reported that there will be an excellent Wellness Program Lecture in Town Hall, on Thursday, March 27th, at 10:00 a.m.
Board and Committee Reports:

Lucille Flagello, Community Affairs Advisory Board (CAAB) Bus Trip Chairperson reported that there will be a bus trip to the Hard Rock Casino, on Tuesday, April 8th at that the bus departs at 8:30 a.m. 

Reports From Members of Council:
Vice-Mayor Flagello thanked the Town Council for his appointment as Vice-Mayor.  He also mentioned the death of Martin Millar, and gave a brief background of his history as Mayor.
Council Member Fischer discussed beach issues, the Environmental Impact Statement and defined mitigation.  She also reported on her attendance at a meeting sponsored by the Citizens Association of Palm Beach.  Council Member Fischer stated that Palm Beach has a new website and they recommended clicking on the Coastal Section where you can read about what’s going on in Reach 8, and then click on another section that will give you the history through the years of coastal protection.  She also stated she attended the Coastal Ocean Task Force Meeting held at the Florida Atlantic University, in Boca Raton, Florida.           
Vice-Mayor Flagello inquired when the EIS (Environmental Impact Statement) would be completed.

Council Member Fischer replied by January 11, 2015 it should be completed, and at that time it can be determined as to what is viable for the Town of South Palm Beach to do.
A discussion ensued regarding what the Town can do at this time in preparation for a fast start.
Council Member Fischer stated that there will be an opportunity on July 21st for public comments on the EIS.

Public Comments:

Mr. Cacciopoli, South Palm Beach Villas, 4501 commented on the issues at his building with regard to permitting.  He stated that he is looking forward to speaking with the Building Official, as previously discussed at this meeting.  
Council Member Gottlieb thanked everyone for being sworn in, and he requested more research into beach security.
Adjournment:

A motion was made by Vice-Mayor Flagello and seconded by Council Member Fischer to adjourn the meeting.  Upon vote motion passed 4-0.
Mayor Clayman adjourned the meeting at 8:15 p.m.
